BACKGROUND

The FIFA World Cup is expected to generate increased public activity, large
gatherings, and elevated demands for police services throughout the City of San José.
The Department is preparing staffing plans to ensure adequate coverage, which will
include personnel from multiple bureaus supporting World Cup-related operations from
June 12, 2026 through July 2, 2026.

ANALYSIS

Based on projected operational needs, maintaining sufficient staffing levels during the
World Cup period is necessary to support public safety operations. Because of this, the
Department will manage vacation and time off availability for all personnel during
anticipated high-demand dates. All Department personnel are asked to avoid planning
vacations during this time.

ORDER

From June 12, 2026, through July 2, 2026, there will be limited time off or vacation
authorized for patrol personnel. Available time off for patrol during this period will be
allocated through the May 2026 Patrol Shift Bid process. Any additional requests for
pre-planned time off from patrol during this period must be approved by the Deputy
Chief of the Bureau of Field Operations.

The Bureau of Investigations will be tasked with staffing some events and positions
during this period. BOI units and commanders will be required to maintain sufficient
staffing levels to meet these operational needs.

Other bureaus and support units will also maintain staffing levels necessary to support
World Cup operations and Department-directed assignments during this period.
