On 1-25-06 at 7:46PM, San Jose Police Officers were dispatched to the area of 22"%/San
Fernando to reports of a man being beaten with a baseball bat. Witnesses reported that a
man was struck in the head with a bat and was lying in the street. The suspects were seen
fleeing the scene. Officers arrived and discovered that the victim and suspects were gone.
They discovered a trail of blood and followed it until it ended. They notified area hospitals to
contact the Police Department if the victim arrived seeking medical treatment.

At 9:11PM, Officers were dispatched to the 1200 block of Woodborough Place to reports of a
suspicious person trying to break into cars in the area. Witnesses reported that this subject
was covered in blood, prior to police contact. When officers arrived, they discovered that this
subject had armed himself with a 6-foot garden hoe. The subject refused to comply with
numerous commands to put down the weapon. Officers used O.C. spray, a baton and Tasers
to take the subject into custody. He was transported to a local hospital that evening
(Wednesday). On Friday morning at 9:30AM, Trujillo was pronounced dead. Follow up by
Homicide Investigators determined that the subject was the victim involved in the initial incident
on So. 22" st,
