On 3-1-06, at 4:22PM, San Jose Police were called to the 2900 block of Lexford Avenue to 
investigate a report of man annoying a 12-year-old female juvenile.  The victim was on her way 
home from school when Mr. Walton reportedly directed lewd comments to the victim from the 
opposite side of the street.

Mr. Walton was contacted by patrol officers who determined that he has been in San Jose for 
approximately two weeks, selling cleaning solutions door-to-door for an Illinois-based company 
(JEK Sales).  Further investigation revealed that he was unlicensed to peddle in San Jose and 
had been cited twice during that time by patrol officers for not possessing the proper permit or 
photo identification.  
 
Mr. Walton was subsequently identified by the victim and taken into custody.  He was 
interviewed by Sexual Assault investigators, and then booked into the County Jail.
