DETAILS: 
 
On 11-25-06 at 3:16PM, San Jose Police Officers were dispatched to the 6600 block of Cielito 
Way to reports of a disturbance involving a man with a knife.  Within minutes, Police Dispatch 
received a second call advising that the suspect had armed himself with two large kitchen 
knives.  When the suspect walked out to the front yard, family members locked him out of the 
house.  Two San Jose Police Officers, 17- and 16-year veterans of the Department, arrived 
together at the scene.  They were immediately confronted by the suspect, who was still holding 
the two knives.  Witnesses reported seeing the suspect advancing towards the officers.  There 
is evidence to suggest that at least one officer attempted to use his Taser.  When that did not 
stop the suspect, one officer and then the other officer discharged their service weapons, 
striking the suspect multiple times.  The suspect was transported to a local hospital where he 
later died of his injuries.  The officers have been placed on routine  paid administrative leave.
